NEW BUSINESS:        

Steven Cole :  Hosting Schools for Dance Leaders 

There is a shortage of callers and cuers locally and nationally.  It would be 
wise for the Mount Baker Council to consider regularly sponsoring a set of 
schools for both callers and cuers.  Ideally, this would get additional support 
from the state level.  For many years, there was a school held for callers at the 
Circle 8 Ranch but that is no longer an option.  Caller schools have 40 hours 
of instruction and include time in the evening for practice dances.  It takes 
time to develop as a dance leader.  The sooner people get started, the better 
chances are weôll be able to preserve dancing in our part of the country. 

 
Coming Changes to the Square Dance Program Lists 
Starting in the Fall of 2026, there are a couple of changes coming to the lists 
Callerlab publishes for the dance programs.  The Basic list is going away and 
being replaced with a shorter list that will be called Mainstream.  The New 
Mainstream list is being capped at a total 50 calls.  However, there is some 
flexibility here because some of the calls are really call ñfamilies.ò 
 
The lists and their names have changed over the years.  For a time, there were 
clubs that danced only the Basic program.  As experienced dancers moved 
away from the Basic clubs to Mainstream clubs, the Basic clubs folded.  This 
forced the Mainstream clubs to teach the Basic calls.   In many parts of the 
United States, the experienced dancers that left Basic clubs to get away from

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new (or newer) dancers, left the Mainstream clubs for Plus clubs.  It was un-
surprising that many/most Mainstream clubs folded in a similar fashion. 
 
Thankfully, we have a strong Mainstream clubs population in the Pacific 
Northwest.  However, there are still some issues these clubs have with time 
available for lessons.  The official recommendation for beginners learning the 
existing Mainstream is 58 hours.  At 2 hours per week, this is 29 weeks.  Most 
clubs in the area are luck to get 20 weeks of instruction time and that assumes 
people come every week. 
 
One fix for the issue of time is to limit the number of calls that beginners have 
to learn.  Effectively, the New Mainstream program will have 18 fewer calls to 
learn and, in theory, could be taughtðwith basic proficiencyðin much less 
than the current list.  Estimates vary as to the amount of time required.  Some 
callers say it can be done in 12 weeks but thatôs fairly aggressive.  The most 
likely amount of time is 15 weeks. 
 
The 18 calls cut from the existing Mainstream program are being moved to the 
Plus list.  Additionally, the Plus list will get additional calls to increase its 
number to 50.  The reason for increasing the size and shape of the Plus list is 
to reduce the temptation to take Plus lessons immediately after completing 
Mainstream lessons. 
 
Since many/most clubs go dark in the summertime, it will be difficult to realis-
tically complete a set of Mainstream and Plus lessons in the time available for 
the standard dance season.  Thereôs long been a ñrush to Plusò in the world 
and the hope is this will limit it. 
 
Dancers that finish Mainstream lessons will be able to gain the type of profi-
ciency that only comes from practice.  This dance proficiency will help main-
tain the level of ability of dancers in general. 
 
Another benefit is that it will be much easier for people to learn how to be 
callers.  A smaller/shorter list makes proficiency easier to attain for potential 
dance leaders.  Dance leaders are in short supply world-wide. 
 
There are callers and dancers that are unhappy with the change.  However, at 
the most recent Callerlab convention, the resolution to make this happen 
passed in a vote of 153 to 14 with 3 abstentions.  The new list has to be ap-
proved at the next Callerlab convention in the spring of 2026 and is expected 
to be available to all clubs for use afterwards.

On behalf of the mainstream class coordinators, Lynnea Dunbar requested that 
the MBC fund five free Student Level Dance Tickets per mainstream club.  
The mainstream clubs will be responsible for distributing the tickets to their 
students.  The hosting clubs will be responsible for requesting reimbursement 
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from MBC.  Seconded and passed. 

 

And, also on behalf of the mainstream class coordinators, Lynnea requested 
that MBC fund free entry to the Spring Council Dance for 2026 mainstream 
graduates.  The hosting club will be responsible for creating and distributing 
the tickets, and for requesting reimbursement from MBC.  Motion to table this 
motion until the next meeting when a better idea what the budget looks like. 
Seconded and passed. 

 

A contact was made by the American Legion in Shoreline that would be like a 
demo dance on their meeting night, about 40 people at a meeting, on Tuesday 
night, October 7th, 6:30 for an hour, and they would like at least one square, 
and invite participation from the audience.  Need a caller before pursuing this 
further.
